I. A Matter of Belonging
Romans 1:6 (NIV®)
And you also are among those who are called to belong to Jesus Christ.

Galatians 5:24 (NIV®)
Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the sinful nature with its passions and desires.

1 Corinthians 6:19-20 (NIV®)
9Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have received from
God? You are not your own; 2° you were bought at a price. Therefore honor God with your body.

II. Our Objective — See Clearly in “The Mirror”

James 1:22-25 (NIV®)
22Do not merely listen to the word, and so deceive yourselves. Do what it says. 2> Anyone who listens to the
word but does not do what it says is like a man who looks at his face in a mirror >*and, after looking at
himself, goes away and immediately forgets what he looks like. 2> But the man who looks intently into the
perfect law that gives freedom, and continues to do this, not forgetting what he has heard, but doing it—he
will be blessed in what he does.

Hebrews 4:12-13 (NIV®)
12For the word of God is living and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing
soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the heart. 3> Nothing in all creation is
hidden from God’s sight. Everything is uncovered and laid bare before the eyes of him to whom we must give
account.

1 Thessalonians 5:23 (NIV®)
May God himself, the God of peace, sanctify you through and through. May your whole spirit, soul and body
be kept blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.

If you belong to Christ, then you are Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the
promise.

John 15:15 (NIV®)
I no longer call you servants, because a servant does not know his master's business. Instead, I have called
you friends, for everything that I learned from my Father I have made known to you.

C. I am a participant in Abraham’s blessing.

Galatians 3:14 (NIV®)
He redeemed us in order that the blessing given to Abraham might come to the Gentiles through Christ
Jesus, so that by faith we might receive the promise of the Spirit.

Galatians 3:29 (NIV®)
If you belong to Christ, then you are Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise.

D. I am righteous.

2 Corinthians 5:21 (NIV®)
God made him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.

Philippians 3:20 (NASB®)
