Acts 9:3-6 (NIV®)
3As he neared Damascus on his journey, suddenly a light from heaven flashed around him. 4 He fell
to the ground and heard a voice say to him, “Saul, Saul, why do you persecute me?” >“Who are you,
Lord?” Saul asked. “I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting,” he replied. ¢ “Now get up and go into
the city, and you will be told what you must do.”

Acts 9:10-16 (NIV®)
10In Damascus there was a disciple named Ananias. The Lord called to him in a vision, “Ananias!”
“Yes, Lord,” he answered. ! The Lord told him, “Go to the house of Judas on Straight Street
and ask for a man from Tarsus named Saul, for he is praying. 12 In a vision he has seen a man
named Ananias come and place his hands on him to restore his sight.” 3“Lord,” Ananias answered,
“I have heard many reports about this man and all the harm he has done to your saints in Jerusalem.
14 And he has come here with authority from the chief priests to arrest all who call on your name.” >
But the Lord said to Ananias, “"Go! This man is my chosen instrument to carry my name before the
Gentiles and their kings and before the people of Israel. ¢ I will show him how much he must suffer
for my name.”



C. We Have A Choice . . . In His Kingdom Or Not
Malachi 3:13-18 (NIV®)
13“You have said harsh things against me,” says the Lord.
“Yet you ask, ‘What have we said against you?’
14“You have said, 'It is futile to serve God. What did we gain by carrying out his requirements and
going about like mourners before the Lord Almighty? 1> But now we call the arrogant blessed.
Certainly the evildoers prosper, and even those who challenge God escape.”

16 Then those who feared the Lord talked with each other, and the Lord listened and heard. A scroll
of remembrance was written in his presence concerning those who feared the Lord and honored his
name. Y “They will be mine,” says the Lord Almighty, “in the day when I make up my treasured
possession. I will spare them, just as in compassion a man spares his son who serves him. 8 And you
will again see the distinction between the righteous and the wicked, between those who serve God
and those who do not.

Colossians 1:13-14 (NIV®)
13For he has rescued us from the dominion of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of the Son
he loves, 1*in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins.

Revelation 16:10-11 (NIV®)
10The fifth angel poured out his bowl on the throne of the beast, and his kingdom was plunged into
darkness. Men gnawed their tongues in agony ! and cursed the God of heaven because of their pains
and their sores, but they refused to repent of what they had done.

II. Worship Before The Throne

Revelation 4:1-2 (NIV®)
IAfter this I looked, and there before me was a door standing open in heaven. And the voice I had
first heard speaking to me like a trumpet said, "Come up here, and I will show you what must take
place after this.” 2 At once I was in the Spirit, and there before me was a throne in heaven with
someone sitting on it.

Revelation 4:8—-11 (NIV®)
8Day and night they never stop saying: “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord God Almighty,
who was, and is, and is to come.” ® Whenever the living creatures give glory, honor and thanks to
him who sits on the throne and who lives for ever and ever, 1°the twenty-four elders fall down before
him who sits on the throne, and worship him who lives for ever and ever. They lay their crowns
before the throne and say: ! “You are worthy, our Lord and God, to receive glory and honor and
power, for you created all things, and by your will they were created and have their being.”
